The Minnesota Electronic Security and Technology Association - Youth Scholarship Program
**MNESTA Rules & Eligibility Requirements**
1. The student must be at least 15 years of age and not older than 20. He or she must be a graduating senior who will receive a diploma from an accredited high school, located within the state. He or she must be accepted for admission to an accredited college or university, matriculating the following year.

2. Each eligible student must have either a father, mother or natural guardian who is a member of a police department, fire department or an ambulance service located in the State of Minnesota.
3. Each student must submit a fully completed and signed application. Failure to follow instructions can result in disqualification.

4. Students must submit proof of enrollment in high school via an official transcript (if transcripts cannot be provided, alternate means of proving enrollment will be accepted on an individual basis), proof of acceptance to a college or university (letter acceptable), and proof of parent’s affiliation with the services listed above (ID or supervisory letter acceptable).
